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Becoming a Registered Dietitian

becoming a registered dietitian (RD). Upon graduation, the student will receive
verification that they have completed the foundation knowledge and skills required by the
Accreditation Council for Education in Nutrition and Dietetics (ACEND).

In order to become a registered dietitian, the student will take the next step in the process.
This step involves completion of a supervised practice program in order to be eligible to
take the national Registration Examination for Dietitians.
