HISTORY INTERNSHIP AWARD APPLICATION FOR UNDERGRADUATE STUDENTS

The History Department at The University of Memphis is committed to providing students with enriching
educational experiences both inside and outside of the classroom. In order to encourage students to take
advantage of these outside experiences, the History Department awards up to three $2000 awards per year
to students who seek out and complete an approved internship experience, which includes enrollment in at
least 3 credit hours of the HIST 4020 internship course. Priority will be given to students in positions that
promote their development as historians and prepare them for future careers and/or graduate study in
history.

Eligibility
Student must:
1. be an undergraduate history major
2. be enrolled and in good academic standing both at the time of application and during the semester
in which the internship is carried out
3. have successfully completed (or currently be enrolled at time of application in) at least two upper-
division history courses at The University of Memphis
4. have a minimum GPA of 3.0; students with a lower GPA may apply but should attach a rationale for
special consideration
5. have worked with their academic advisor or a faculty advisor to identify an appropriate internship
opportunity, and ideally, communicated with a company or organization to set up the internship
program

Application Requirements*
Students must submit:
1. the completed and signed History Internship Award Application form
2. an attached Statement of Intent and Purpose
3. one copy of an unofficial transcript (available through MyMemphis)
4. one academic reference from a History Department professor at The University of Memphis

*Incomplete applications will not be considered.

Award Disbursement

The History Department Internship Award is a merit-based award. The award amount is $2000. Scholarship
funds will be disbursed in two payments. The first $1000 will be disbursed during the academic term that
corresponds most closely to the start of the internship. To generate the first payment of funds, the student
must submit proof of placement to the Internship Coordinator. The second $1000 disbursement will occur
once the student successfully completes the internship. To generate the second payment, the student must
submit proof of completion of hours and satisfactory work at the internship site to the Internship
Coordinator.

Application deadlines:
Fall Internships: Sept. 1 Spring Internships: Dec. 1 Summer Internships: May 1

Program Requirements

The History Department Internship Award is contingent on the awarded student being formally accepted at
as an intern at the proposed site and completing the required hours and requirements of the internship
position. The awardee must also enroll in HIST 4020, the History Department Internship course, for at least 3
credit hours. The History Department at The University of Memphis reserves the right to withdraw the
award and require its full or partial repayment if the student fails to adhere to employer or departmental
guidelines for successful set-up, attendance, performance, and/or completion of the proposed internship
program.
