VIII. Function Description

1) Open Microsoft PowerPoint and PowerPoint files.

2) Press "Page Up" button for 2 seconds to play slides from the current page.
Press the button for 2 seconds again to escape from the full screen

3) Press "Page Down" button and "Page Up" button to go forward and
backward.

4) Press and hold "Laser Pointer" button to turn on the laser, release button to
turn it off.

5) If hyperlinks exist on the page, click O button, you can jump among the

hyperlinks and double click can be used to open the hyperlink.

6) After the hyperlink is opened, you can press and hold O button to switch

between all opened application windows. Release it to turn to the window you

want to switch to.

7) Press volume up or volume  down, you can adjust system volume.

If you find out the up and down keys in using don't did the work what you
want it to do, please press "A "and "V " keys 1 second at the same time. After
the indicator light flashing, you can loosen your fingers. In this way, presenter
can switch to one of the three modes:

1. The Page Up and Page Down.

2. The Up and Down,

3. The right and left,

IX. Installation
1) Install battery
Open the presenter battery store cover, and base on battery electrode sign to

install battery. Refer to the below figures:

2) Take out the mini USB receiver from the wireless presenter




Take out the mini USB receiver from the wireless presenter. Push the
power switch to on position; you can press any button to check
whether the power is on or not. If the LED is flashing when the button is
pressed, it means the wireless presenter is turned on.

3) Install the USB receiver

Please plug the receiver into the laptop's USB port. The system will
automatically detect the device. Follow the steps to search the driver of the

USB device and complete the setup.

4) Operate the wireless presenter
When a button is pressed, the blue LED on the wireless presenter will flash.
When the USB receiver receives control signal, the LED on the USB receiver will

flash too.

5) Turn off the wireless presenter
Plug the mini USB receiver into the wireless presenter, and push the power

switch to off position,

Chapter 3 Frequently Asked Questions

1) How to know the battery is out of power?

If the blue LED on the wireless presenter starts to flash slowly, it means the

power is low and the battery needs to be replaced.

2) The laser pointer does not work, why?

Firstly you need to turn on the power. Secondly you can check whether the
wireless presenter is in low power or out of power. If the LED flash slowly, it
means the power is low and the battery needs to be replaced. If all the other
buttons can work, only the laser pointer cannot work, the laser diode may need

replacement.

3) When the mini USB receiver plugs into the PC USB, the laptop does not

detect the device, why?

Please try another USB port or another PC.
