Have an active, unencumbered RN license or be eligible for licensure.
Minimum cumulative college GPA of 2.5; a cumulative GPA of 2.00 in prerequisite science courses
If transferring from another accredited RN-to-BSN program, a letter of good academic standing from the Dean/Director of the
previous nursing program is required.
