o Use your major's internship course to complete field hours in a 6-12 classroom. Please contact
tecp@memphis.edu to receive the internship application link and background check information.

o Teacher Education Program (TEP): K-12 Minor candidates must apply for admission to TEP before
beginning their graduate coursework in the Fall semester and fulfill all TEP requirements. Candidates
must have a 2.75 undergraduate GPA to be admitted to TEP. Once candidates are admitted to TEP, they
must maintain a 3.0 graduate GPA on all graduate coursework. Contact TEP Admissions Coordinator, Ms.
